How do I become a Crimson Scholar Ambassador? Students who are Crimson Scholars and current sophomores or juniors are selected during the beginning of each semester to serve as Crimson Scholar Ambassadors. Selection is based on current and past community service, communication skills, enthusiasm, and desire to serve. The program is patterned after similar organizations successfully used by schools and colleges across the nation and at NMSU.  
 
What does an Ambassador do? Once you've been selected as an Ambassador, you'll go through team building exercises and orientation process. You'll learn about the Honors College, more about NMSU than you ever thought possible. You'll quickly gain insight into student relations and recruitment techniques.
